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Each year, about 2,000 people are released
from Nebraska state prisons. But reentering
society isn’t easy. Returning citizens face
overlapping barriers—housing instability,
employment discrimination, addiction,
untreated mental health concerns, stigma,
criminal thinking, and fractured family ties.
 Without meaningful support, many return to
the system they just left.

The Never Give Up (NGU) Transitional Living
Program is a sober, structured reentry
program operated by the nonprofit Good
Turn Labor. We help formerly incarcerated
individuals move toward independent living
with support, stability, and accountability.
